Firelands Scout Reservation’s Camp Wyandot Turtle Clan Training Area:
Training especially for Leaders will be held during each of the five weeks of Summer Camp.

Background: The Turtle Clan Training Area is named in honor of the symbol of the Wyandot Tribe. In the tribal symbol is
a turtle under 2 palm leaves, holding a peace pipe and a war club. On the shell is a 2 pointed star with a fire symbol in
the middle. The 12 points of the star represented the 12 clan of the tribe of which 5 were some type of turtle. The fire
symbol represents the fact that the Wyandot Tribe was considered to be “the keepers of the fire” by other tribes. In our
area we removed the palm leaves, the peace pipe and the war club. The remaining turtle has the 12 points of the star
represent the 12 points of our law, the head, tail, arms and legs represent our fleur-d-lies representing the true way and
the fire symbol represents the promise to keep the fire of Scouting burning bright by keeping trained.

Purpose: Inthe Turtle Clan Area we will provide leaders with the training they need to become a trained Boy Scout Leader
during the entire week. Ideally if a leader attends the required sessions they should be eligible to wear the “Trained”
patch within the week. There will also be opportunities for trained leaders to help other leaders develop their skills
while assisting the area director. Most of all this is a place where leaders can meet and talk to other leaders while hav-
ing some fun along the way.

Turtle Clan Award:

The design is a leather thong tied with a friendship knot. This knot will have an additional piece of leather
with a black bead for the head of a turtle and a small length extending past the friendship knot to represent
the turtle’s tail. The turtle’s arms and legs will be represented by the neck loop and bead thongs.

One bead can be awarded for each leader training session the leader completes or assists with, to be at-
tached to the turtle shape by means of a leather thong or thongs extending past the friendship knot. The
leaders will be allowed to pick any bead they wish so they may make any color combination.

If a leader is trained for their current position with the most recent training a large light colored wood bead
will be added to the leather thong above the friendship knot. If they are trained with earlier trainings they
will be awarded a dark colored wood bead above the friendship knot. Leaders who are trained may assist
the Adult Training Coordinator with training other leaders and earn a bead for every session they help
with. Any leader or staff member working the training site for 3 days or more will also be awarded a piece
of tiger eye stone in recognition of their work.

The lacing is 48 inches of 1/8 “ suede lace, the award beads are various colors of 9 mm pony beads, the
large wood beads are 12 mm pony beads and the tiger eye are stone strung beads.
