Only those who have been granted the Eagle Scout 
Award by, and who are members in good standing with, 
the Boy Scouts of America may hold membership in the 
National Eagle Scout Association. Applications for NESA 
membership are cross-checked against the national Eagle 
Scout register maintained by the Eagle Scout Service.
